AT HOME

•	 Pony beads, 1 of each color: black, red, white, 
blue, green, yellow, clear

•	 12” black pony bead cording

  MATERIALS NEEDED:
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1. Tie a knot (or two) about 4” from  
   one end of the cording. 

2. Place the colored pony beads on the  
    long end of the cording and slide  
    against the knot (save the clear). 

3. Explain the significance of each color bead as they are 
    added to the bracelet:
	 Yellow – God created light
	 Blue – God created the sky, water, & oceans
	 Green – God created the earth & trees
	 White – God’s purity
	 Black – Our sin (bad choices) & the darkest day when 
 		       Jesus died
	 Red – Jesus’ blood shed for us so we can be forgiven
	 Clear – Our hearts are made clean & clear when we 
  		       believe in Jesus

 4. After all the beads (except the clear) are on the 
     cording, tie another knot (or two) behind the beads. 

 5. Place each end of the cording in the clear bead from 
     opposite directions and tie a knot (or two) on each end of
